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FLIGHT ALLOCATION

PROCEDURES

Operations on any day will depend on a number of factors - some planned and others caused by the vagaries of aircraft and airfield serviceability. Usually by 1800 hours, these factors and the weather situation for the next day will be known and a “Go / No Go” decision can be made.

At this point a general e-mail will be sent to all members giving details of the offered flights. Note that at this stage the flight time preferences that you ringed on your Application Form won’t be taken into consideration. Thus, if you happen to be available outside your normal times on any given day, you can be considered in your club seniority.


Soon after 1900 hours, the positive e-mail responses will be ordered in highest (i.e. smallest) club membership number. At this point the members who have elected to be contacted by phone will be integrated in “seniority”, and the list trawled through from top to bottom to fit available members for the seats available.  Due to time constraints, only one phone call can be made to each member. If this is unanswered we will move on to the next member.

The completed list of “extra crew” will be e-mailed to the relevant members, along with a reminder of joining times. Members unfamiliar with Blackbushe can download travel directions from the club Library.
