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FLIGHT RULES






























1)	Smoking is not allowed on any airfield, near aeroplanes or whilst on board any aeroplane.  





2)  	All Members must obey the lawful commands of the pilot.	





3)	Members must read the Passenger Safety Information sheet (PSI) relevant to the aircraft they are to fly in. This will be provided to you before any flight. The current PSI for G-ESSL can be downloaded from the Club on-line library.





4)	Members must remain at all times with their pilot and/or despatcher when on the airfield. You will be provided with a High Visibility tabard when the wearing of one is required by the local aerodrome operator.





5)	Members must ensure that any hand baggage is stowed safely in the aircraft cabin and is kept clear of the aircraft controls.





6)	Members are responsible for the conduct of any relatives or friends who have accompanied them to the aerodrome, whilst they are on the property of the aerodrome operator.





7)	Members must not approach or disembark from an aeroplane until the aircraft has stopped, the engine has been shut down and the propeller is stationary.
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
