PASSENGER SAFETY INFORMATION

AMPHIBIAN SAFETY
If an engine failure or other in-flight emergency occurs, a seaplane is the safest type of flying machine because it can safely land on water, grass or earth without the possibility of nose-over. 
In the case of a ground impact, the seaplane structure provides much more protection to passengers than a landplane.
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SMOKING

Smoking is not permitted at any time inside or near the aircraft.

PROPELLER

At all times, keep well clear of the rotating propeller.

CLIMBING ABOARD / LEAVING THE SEAPLANE

Remember that the steps and decking may be wet. Take special care when climbing down from the cabin.

SEATS

The front seats slide fore & aft. They must be locked in position before departure. Seat position is adjusted by lifting a bar mounted forward and below the front of each seat. 
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EXITS

The aircraft has two exit doors. Passengers (especially rear seat pax.) should observe the method of opening and closing the doors. Doors are opened by pulling up the lever at the front of each armrest.

The Left or Pilot’s Door also incorporates an opening window. This is opened by raising the catch and pushing the window outwards.
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Do not attempt to exit the aircraft until it has finally stopped.

CONTROLS

Do not touch the controls unless authorised by the pilot. Front seat passengers should ensure that they do not touch or impede movement of the controls, pedals, levers or buttons.

Any hand-baggage which the pilot decides may impede the full movement of the controls must be placed in the baggage compartment.

AIR SICKNESS

In the case of motion discomfort, please use the bags provided in the pockets in front of you.

FIRE EXTINGUISHER

The fire extinguisher is located in front of the Pilot’s seat.

LIFEJACKET

Do not inflate your lifejacket until you are clear of the aircraft. Premature inflation whilst still inside the aircraft may make exit impossible.
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SEATBELTS

Seatbelts must be kept fastened for the duration of the flight. Where fitted, the shoulder diagonal strap must also be fastened. To unlatch the seatbelt, lift the catch away from the belt.
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Ensure that the seatbelt is not twisted and that the opening catch is on the outside, for ease of opening in an emergency. Fasten and unfasten seatbelt several times to familiarise yourself with its operation.

PILOT DISTRACTION

Passengers must not: 

· distract the pilot during the critical Takeoff, Approach & Landing phases of the flight. 

· Make any sudden movements which might affect the balance of the aircraft. 

INFORMATION TO THE PILOT

Immediately inform the pilot of any other aircraft you see in the vicinity, if it has not been noticed. Also inform him of anything that appears unusual.

ACCIDENT

In the case of an accident, leave the aircraft as soon as possible and remain well clear of it.

CAPSIZING
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In very rare cases the aircraft could capsize. It is important that you understand what to do if this happens.

· When the aircraft stops moving, re-orientate yourself so you will know how to leave the cabin. Remember that bubbles always move toward the surface.

· At this stage. do not release your seatbelt or inflate your lifejacket.

· Clear a pathway out of the aircraft by opening a door or window. Force may be necessary due to the outside water pressure.

· Now release your seatbelt and exit the cabin, swimming out and away from the cabin with a hand over your head to protect it from contact with the float deck and struts.

· At the surface, grab onto the float structure and inflate your life-jacket. Establish communication with others by yelling.

· Move to the inside of the floats and climb up onto the float to avoid hypothermia. 

· Attract attention by waving or use other signals, if available.
